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RESOLUTION NO. 99-060

RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE LASSEN COUNTY GENERAL PLAN - 2000,
THEREBY REPLACING THE 1968 GENERAL PLAN AND MAKING FURTHER
REVISIONS OF GENERAL PLAN ELEMENTS.

BE IT RESOL.VED by the Board of Supervisors of the County of Lassen, as follows:

WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65300, et seq. and related provisions of
California law, require that each planning agency prepare and the legislative body of each county
and city shall adopt a comprehensive, long-term general plan for the physical development of the
county or city; and

WHEREAS, the California Supreme Court has ruled that the general plan is the
“constitution for all future developments” in cities and counties; and

WHEREAS, the County of Lassen adopted its first General Plan in 1968 with the
intention that that General Plan would serve the County until 1990; and

WHEREAS, California law maintains that local agencies must periodically review and
revise their general plans as circumstances warrant; and

WHEREAS, Although the County has adopted and amended various elements, area
plans, and components of the General Plan, it has never prepared and adopted a comprehensive,
update to the 1968 General Plan; and

WHEREAS, Since 1994 the County of Lassen has dedicated itself in the endeavor to
revise its General Plan to meet the present requirements of state law and to reformat and
reenforce the policies of the 1968 General Plan and related County policies and practices to
address the land use, resource management, and general planning concerns and needs of Lassen
County now and until the year 2020; and

WHEREAS, The County contracted the services of Merle Anderson, AICP, for the
preparation of a preliminary draft of a revised General Plan; and

WHEREAS, The Lassen County Planning Commission reviewed the Preliminary Draft
General Plan and held seven public workshops and received comments regarding this draft and,
following this review, adopted its Resolution #6-04-98 on April 1, 1998, making
recommendations to the Lassen County Board of Supervisors regarding the form and content of
the Draft General Plan; and

WHEREAS, On June 23, 1998, the Lassen County Board of Supervisors received the
Planning Commission’s recommendations in review of the preliminary draft and public
- comments thereon and directed staff to begin the process of preparing a Draft General Plan and a
project Environmental Impact Report (EIR); and



WHEREAS, The County contracted the services of Merle Anderson, AICP, for the
preparation of a Draft General Plan based on the Preliminary Draft General Plan and the
directions of the Board of Supervisors following review of said Preliminary Draft; and

WHEREAS, The firm of Pacific Municipal Consultants was contracted to assist the
County in preparation of a Draft EIR pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act

(CEQA); and

WHEREAS, The directions of the Board of Supervisors concerning modification of the
Preliminary Draft General Plan, including the approved recommendations of the Planning
Commission, were used to prepare a Draft General Plan dated December 1998; and

WHEREAS, A Draft EIR dated December 1998 was prepared to assist the County in
review of the Draft General Plan and potential environmental impacts; and

WHEREAS, Said Draft General Plan revision and Draft EIR were circulated for public
review; and

WHEREAS, The Planning Commission held a public hearing and workshops to review
and consider public comments and comments of various agencies and organizations which were
submitted in consideration of the Draft General Plan and Draft EIR; and

WHEREAS, Following evaluation of the Draft General Plan and Draft EIR and review of
submitted comments, the Commission developed a list of recommended revisions which it
determined should be incorporated into or otherwise made to the draft and this list of
recommendations was incorporated into the Commission’s Resolution 8-03-99, which
recommended adoption of the draft General Plan with said revisions; and

WHEREAS, On August 24, 1999, this Board held a public hearing and considered the
recommendations of the Planning Commission and received additional public comment on the
proposed revision of the General Plan; and

WHEREAS, On August 24, 1999, this Board closed the public hearing and provided
direction to staff for: completion of the proposed General Plan revision as represented by the
Draft General Plan and further modifications as were recommended by the Planning C_ommission
and/or which were proposed by this Board; completion of the Final EIR pursuant to CEQA; and
preparation of related findings; and

WHEREAS, This Board has certified that the Final EIR for the proposed project has been
completed in compliance with CEQA and that the Final EIR was presented to this Board as the
lead agency for the proposed project and that this Board has reviewed and considered the
information contained in the Final EIR prior to approving the project; and



WHEREAS, this Board has adopted related findings pursuant to CEQA, including CEQA
Guidelines Section 15091, in consideration of potential significant environmental effects which
may result from approval of the proposed project; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15093, this Board has considered the
benefits of the project against its unavoidable environmental risks and has made findings of
overriding considerations finding that the remaining significant and unavoidable impacts of the
General Plan are acceptable in light of the economic, fiscal, social, environmental, land-use and
other considerations set forth therein because the benefits of the General Plan outweigh such
significant and unavoidable or irreversible adverse environmental impacts of the Project; and

WHEREAS, This Board has been presented with a revised draft of the General Plan, now
entitled Lassen County General Plan - 2000, dated September, 1999, and said revision
incorporates the changes which were approved and directed to be made to the draft pursuant to
the directions of this Board given on August 24, 1999.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
THE COUNTY OF LASSEN AS FOLLOWS:

This Board hereby approves revision of the Lassen County General Plan as
constituted in the document entitled Lassen County General Plan - 2000, dated
September, 1999, including therein the following components of the General
Plan:

General Plan Introduction
Land Use Element
Natural Resources Element
Agriculture Element

~Wildlife Element
Open Space Element
Circulation Element

Safety and Seismic Safety Element

2. The General Plan, as revised herein, consolidates all previous general plan
elements and policies by either revising and incorporating them into this plan or
by recognizing and incorporating them by reference. This General Plan revision
shall supersede all previous amendments to the General Plan unless specifically
referenced therein, not including adopted area plans or amendments to any area
plan, or any general plan element not included in the 1999 revision.

3. It is the initial intent of the County upon adoption of this General Plan revision
that it shall serve as the fundamental plan for Lassen County until the year 2020,
subject to periodic amendments and supplementation (e.g., area plans, revised
Housing Elements, etc.) which may be warranted in the judgement of the Board of

Supervisors.
