PUBLIC COMMENT:  Environmental Health Director Doug Ames presents an update on AB 885 Statewide Sewage Disposal Regulations.  Five Directors of Environmental Health Departments met March 3 to see if the points previously made with the Chair of the State Water Resources Control Board were going to be able to be followed by their staff.  Met with Executive Director Dorothy Rice, Chief Deputy Director John Bishop and Director of Water Quality Darrin Polhemus.  It was a positive meeting; received agreement the regulations would be revised.  It appears the three tier approach previously reported on will be used.  Pleased the State Board is willing to redraft and encouraged that for once the process seems to have worked.  
Public Comment is continued until 10:00 a.m. when the Employee Recognition Committee will be heard.

UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:

Supervisor Chapman:  1) Is interested in serving in the elected office slot of the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Resource Advisory Committee (RAC); states it would be helpful if the Board sent a letter of support.  2)  Attended Best of Broadway; was impressed with how advanced the technical aspects have gotten.  It is a good use of the Veterans Memorial Hall.  3) A March 13 San Francisco Chronicle article reported that Speaker of the House Nancy Pelosi stated there will be no swimming pools with the stimulus money.  On March 14 there was another article talking about renovations for a pool in the city of Richmond that used federal stimulus money.  Thinks maybe Lassen County should look to renovate Roosevelt Pool; asks CAO Ketelsen and staff to explore that possibility.  Suggests the Supervisors send letters to congressional staff regarding using stimulus money to renovate Roosevelt Pool.        

Supervisor Hanson:  1) States Community Service Districts are asking about any stimulus funds they might receive.  2)  Designates the following from his discretionary funds: $300 to Leavitt Lake Community Services District for an emergency issue at their Park.  3)  There is a lot of talk about the Wendel Flannigan line; may have to revitalize our efforts to try and maintain that line for a number of reasons.       
Supervisor Chapman - continued:  4) Designates the following from his discretionary funds:  $500 to the Lassen Sportsmens Club for the annual fishing derby.  

Supervisor Dahle:  1) Thanks everyone for the cards and letters sent for the passing of his Dad; appreciates it very much. 2) Attended National Association of Counties (NACo) conference in Washington, D.C.  Discussed Secure Rural Schools and Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILT) and where it will go in four years; need to start planning now.  Passed a resolution on Biomass plants so power plants could receive tax credit if wood is taken from the forest and passed to power plants.  Met with Senator Feinstein’s office regarding stimulus money and how it will trickle down and also about future projects.  The Forest Service already received 10% of the stimulus package.  Most of the projects had to be National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA) ready and will be used for infrastructure (roofs, sidewalks, etc.).  It was exciting to hear they knew who Tom Esgate was and said they were going to try to get those projects through.  There was talk on how oil leases in other states that were ready to go have been stopped.  3)  Will be attending Regional Council of Rural Counties (RCRC) March 18 Board meeting in Sacramento.  4)  Designates the following from his discretionary funds:  $2,500 to the Big Valley Recreation District.         

Supervisor Pyle:  1) Budget Committee held first meeting; met with District Attorney Burns.  He will have a tight budget but it will work.  2) Suggests a stimulus update be added to each meeting agenda.    
Supervisor Dahle, continued:  5)  Reports he saw a power point presentation regarding forest fires and carbon released, will be receiving email information on the cost to chip, haul all carbon used to put it in a power plant and burn it, the electricity created and then the amount it emits and what the difference is.  
Supervisor Keefer:  1) Met March 16 with City Council member Joe Franco and Tehama County Air Pollution Control Officer Alan Abbs who will be helping Lassen County through the air pollution issues.  Was very impressed with him; he will be attending the next air board meeting to present an approach to how Lassen County issues can be addressed.  2)  Attended Fair Advisory Board (FAB) meeting last week.  There has been a concern the last couple of years with regard to the junior livestock auction; feels the FAB handled it very well.

MARK STEFFEK - Pit River Watershed Alliance - Watershed Management Strategy (WMS)
North Cal-Neva Resource Conservation and Development Area (NCNRCD) Project Coordinator Mark Steffek presents information on the request for contribution to complete the Watershed Management Strategy (WMS) document.  A grant had been received from CalFed but those funds were frozen in mid-December.  Mr. Steffek made a presentation to and request for funding to the Modoc National Forest Resources Advisory Committee (RAC) who gave direction to submit a full proposal to them that would include other partners who have a stake in the WMS and would be able to contribute financially.  He has contacted South Fork Irrigation District and Hot Spring Valley Irrigation District who have agreed to contribute $1,500; the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in Alturas committed to $3,000.  Will be contacting Northeast California Water Association (NECWA) and Big Valley water users with requests.  Sierra Pacific Industries are unable to contribute this year.  He has been in touch with Heidi Perry-McCourt and for the Lassen National Forest RAC.   Asks the Lassen County Board of Supervisors if they could contribute any amount towards the completion of the WMS which would be a document demonstrating local control of how the watershed in northern Lassen County would be managed.  Further discussion is held.  Chairman Keefer requests this item be put on the agenda for the next meeting.
