PUBLIC COMMENT

1)   Deputy CAO for Health and Social Services Kevin Mannel:  Reports that the Lassen Aurora Network will be awarded the achievement award by the National Association of Counties (NACo); it will be presented at the national conference.  Supervisor Dahle will be in attendance.  

2)  Sheriff Steve Warren:   Reports the intergovernmental agreement with the Federal government is waiting for final signature to upgrades/modifications that would allow Lassen County to house up to 20 sentenced prisoners and pre-trial prisoners for the Bureau of Prisons and also for the U. S. Marshals at about a $65 day rate.  Would include transportation to and from Pre-trial Court in Sacramento; mileage and costs associated with that, including staff time at about $35 per hour would be paid.  Further discussion is held.  2) Attended California State Sheriff’s Association meeting last week; there was no good news from Sacramento; notes there was someone from an Air Resource Board (ARB) soliciting local law enforcement assistance in enforcing some of the ARB rules.  3)  Reports on car chase incident at uptown Friday June 5; states California Highway Patrol (CHP) did a great job.

3)  Herlong Public Utility District (HPUD) Manager Pat Williams:  Announces that notice to proceed was given June 8 to the contractor for the long awaited water project in Herlong; will begin “turning dirt” June 22; construction will last about six months.  Thanks the Board for their support.  Supervisor Hanson thanks Mr. Williams and the HPUD Board.
UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:  

Supervisor Dahle:  1)  Introduces his son Chase who, with his brother Regan, will be shadowing their father this summer in the field and at meetings; will “start breaking them in on how politics and labor works”.  

Supervisor Hanson:  1)  Attended LAFCo meeting June 8; will let Supervisor Chapman give the Board report.  2)  Last week he met with CAO Ketelsen, Assistant Community Development Director Joe Bertotti, Ralph Sanders (Honey Lake Power Plant, HLPP), and a project developer, Gary Hunter, who is interested in the Wendel area regarding Union Pacific Railroad (UP).  Have received verbal confirmation from UP that they will grant a 60 day reprieve before they let the contractor tear up the rail.  It was a fruitful meeting; outlined a plan of attack which would include possibly having the project proponents and Mr. Hunter and possibly a representative of the County or HLPP make a trip to Omaha to make presentation regarding maintaining the railroad.  Will likely cost some money; hopes that developers and HLPP will be able to pick up some of the bill.  

Supervisor Chapman:  1)  Attended LAFCo meeting as substitute for Supervisor Keefer; discussed budgets.  Commission voted to retain the Officers for another year; budget was approved.  Discussed contract for Executive Officer, which is the greatest expense; raised the issue of budget problems.  States Lassen County has an excellent Executive Officer and the pay schedule is commensurate with his work product but questions whether LAFCo can afford him; suggested a percentage reduction in whatever the workload or compensation would be.  The contract was approved with the proviso that the compensation portion of the contract can be reopened if necessary.  2)  Attended Mental Health Advisory Board meeting June 8; did not know about the award. The Tri-annual audit was completed last week; the program given the Gold Standard by the review team; 98% scoring out of 100%.   Standards not met are being corrected.  This was a great report.  3)  Presentation was also made on 51/50 policy.  Has been revamped since problems over previous years.   After July 1 Lassen Family Services will not be providing all crisis line services, just their own services.  David Rothery gave report on what staff will be doing to advise the public on what will be happening; media and agencies will be advised.   4)  Attended Susanville City Council meeting last week; distributes information on their annexation policies.  Presents detailed historical information to the Board.  Suggests CAO Ketelsen look at the assertion by City staff that the County allows development of projects to take place in the unincorporated area within the sphere of influence without adhering to City standards.  Took issue with City staff and questioned some statements made.

CAO Ketelsen:  States that, per the Board request, the resolution submitted would establish an ad hoc advisory committee to deal with wind energy.  It is constructed to be a “sunsetting” advisory committee made up of less than a quorum of the Board so it would not have to comply with the Brown Act; Supervisors Hanson and Dahle would be on the committee.  Supervisor Keefer questions that it is only for wind energy.  Supervisor Hanson requests the resolution be changed to read “renewable energy, generation and transmission” instead of just wind energy.

ACTION REQUESTED: Adopt Resolution No. 09-031 establishing a temporary, ad hoc, advisory committee made up of Board Members Jack Hanson and Brian Dahle for the purpose of developing a County Policy dealing with renewable energy, generation and transmission.

INFORMATION FOR THE BOARD

CAO Ketelsen:  Reports that additional budget information is in the Passaround File.  Budget information is changing drastically; State is now trying to find 24 billion dollars in addition to the February cut; they are still looking at suspending Proposition 1A, looking at raiding local jurisdictions for 2 billion dollars (about $600,000 for Lassen County).  Elimination of the Williamson Act is being discussed constantly; that would cost Lassen County $400,000.  The County is already falling short on some of our own revenue.  The Budget Committee is going forward with the budget knowing the State will probably not finish their deliberation until September.  There is talk again about delay of payments.  A new item would be deferring mandates prior to 2004 and then not paying for them which would put the burden on the Board of Supervisors to figure out what programs to continue.  Payment of the May 19  election is on the table as something the State may not pay for.  Still talking about CalWorks elimination and eliminating considerable money in transportation.  Public Works Director Larry Millar thinks he can survive one year.  He is not filling positions right now.  Does not know how it will turn out.  Further discussion is held.
