UNAGENDIZED BOARD REPORTS:  Supervisor Chapman:  1) Attended July 23 Nortec quarterly meeting in Oroville.  Reports Program Administrator Charlie Brown may be retiring soon with Stewart Knox (of WIRED program) taking his place.  States there is talk of merging two consortiums and he is concerned with the consortium being too big and affecting efficiency.     Reports on Workforce Investment Board that oversees Lassen Career Network; working to expand grant opportunities.  States he voted no on two grant items.  Will meet with Traci Holt (Alliance for Workforce Development) and find out what is going on in Lassen County and will report back to the Board.  2)  States concern about what occurred at the Transportation Commission meeting and Transit Service Agency while he was on vacation regarding the proposed Veterans building.   Is concerned on how the issue came about and a need for policy and guidance in the future.  States a special meeting of the Transit Agency is to be scheduled.  

Supervisor Hanson:  1) Alerts the Board there is a grasshopper issue in the Grasshopper and  Willow Creek and Wendel area.  Extension Services and Agriculture Commissioner will be taking a look at that.  2)  Attended the Citizens Advisory Committee with wardens of all three prisons present. SUBJECT: Lassen County Alcohol and Drug Advisory Board's 2009 Annual Report. 

Committee Member Tony Esparza: Notes there are five active members and they continue to seek additional members; will place ad at Lassen County Community College.  Invites the Supervisors to the monthly meetings that are held on the last Monday.  States they are proud of staff and programs such as NOPE (Narcotic Overdose Prevention & Education Task Force); the education program from the High School (Brenda Hoffman) also KISS and New Years Eve Dance.  States this is a really important issue especially with ongoing problems of prescription drugs and youth in the community being affected; the problem will continue to be addressed.   Reports that Lassen County Director of Alcohol & Other Drug Programs Lyle Dornan will be going to the high school board to get a state certified alcohol and drug counselor at the high school, with no out of pocket expense to them.  Director Dornan has also met with the Susanville Indian Rancheria and Diamond Mountain Casino leadership to try and integrate programs between the Rancheria and the rest of the community.  The Friday Night Lights program (Bobby Pangallo) is an exciting program for kids.  Thanks the Board for making all of this available to the community.

U.S. FOREST SERVICE - LASSEN NATIONAL FOREST COMMUNITY LIAISON HEIDI PERRY-MCCOURT

SUBJECT: American Recovery and Reimbursement Act (ARRA) funded projects for Lassen National Forest.
Lassen National Forest (LNF) Community Liaison Heidi Perry-McCourt:  1) Distributes a media release regarding stimulus funding for four LNF projects:  Swains Mountain Trailhead (Plumas County for $30,000); Morgan Summit Snowmobile Park (Tehama County for $40,000); Eskimo Hill Parking Lot (Shasta County for $30,000) and Eagle Lake recreational facilities at Gallatin Marina (Lassen County for $165,000).  Gallatin Marina will have maintenance work done.  An additional 76.7 million dollars in economic recovery will be for building facilities and trails.  2) National Forests are beginning fire restrictions (campfire use, off-road driving and smoking); woodcutting is prohibited after 1:00 p.m. (“hoot owl”).

COUNTY COUNSEL - FORFEITED VEHICLE

SUBJECT: Report on forfeited vehicle.
County Counsel Settlemire:  States that a memo from Deputy County Counsel Witry was included in agenda packet regarding a F350 pickup truck seized during a criminal investigation.  An inquiry was made at a previous meeting of the Board as to the disposition of that vehicle because Lassen County Search and Rescue (LCS&R) was interested in acquiring it.  While Government Code does authorize a county to use general fund monies to fund a non profit organization that is performing a public purpose, such as LCS&R, forfeited property under Health and Safety Code is treated differently and it cannot be put into public services.  It is required to be sold and statute provides for how proceeds are to be allocated.  It was not possible to transfer this vehicle directly to a non profit that may put it to a public use.  There were two attempts to sell the vehicle by the public bid process; LCS&R bid was not the highest.
Supervisor Chapman requests staff forward the report to Mr. Bob Trussell at Lassen County Search and Rescue.  

UNAGENDIZED REPORTS – Continued

Supervisor Pyle:  Attended Air Board meeting; passed budget; Supervisor Pyle voted against as he thought it was too high.  Had a new fee schedule set up; staff did a good job; also voted against that.  Passed Department of Motor Vehicle fee increase of $3, Supervisors Pyle and Hanson voted against that.  
Supervisor Keefer:  1) Has talked with Tim Huckabee from Caltrans about the Johnstonville project previously presented.  The 2012 project to continue widening from Sunnyside Road up U S Highway 395  past Litchfield; looking at four lanes from Sunnyside to Johnstonville as part of the shop project; Supervisor Keefer had agreed with that.  Caltrans went through a complicated value analysis system and the whole idea has changed; they still look to have four lanes in the future. Caltrans may build two lanes beside existing and turn first two over to the County, then possibly take it back at a later time.  Other alternatives have also been suggested.  The project has become complicated.  Mr. Huckabee wants to bring this to a joint meeting with the Transportation Commission.   2) There is a Solid Waste meeting this afternoon; the green waste program is on the agenda.  It is free to the public to get rid of grass cuttings, and other clean green waste and it has been a good public service.  If people throw metal, plastic and other things into the green waste, it can be dangerous when it is being chipped.   Green waste at Bass Hill has been moved closer to the shack so staff can monitor it (using grinder).  Outlying transfer stations do not have enough control over that.  Staff has stopped accepting green waste at Herlong and Westwood but continue to accept green waste at Bass Hill and Spalding. Information fliers are distributed to the public.

INFORMATION FOR THE BOARD

CAO Ketelsen:  Reports the State has a budget; Prop 1A money is set up so it can be securitized; there is a Joint Powers Agency (JPA) that will be established in the legislation with the right to receive reimbursement to the counties of 80% of the property tax; it will be something that can be negotiated to the JPA agency who will then sell bonds and, theoretically, reimburse the counties.  Another scenario would be to keep that securitization within the county and earn that interest (not to exceed 6%); still looking at that.  The Williamson Act did survive to the tune of 70% of what the County historically received. The HUTA (Highway Users Tax Act) program was rejected; they will not take the gas tax.  The Rural Crimes and COPS programs will continue through the funding established in February of VLF fees; do not know what that amount will generate.  In talks with the Budget Committee about a proposal to make the Sheriffs Department “whole” while that is figured out.  Problem could depend on the funding State requires from Redevelopment Agencies to contribute 1.7 billion dollars plus a financial arrangement (a 10% “tithe” will go the State and generate 3 to 7 billion dollars); does not see that surviving a court challenge.  Concerns are the State will be back on the table in a short time.  Lassen County came out all right but still receiving IOUs of $500,000 month; do not know when it will end.  The Treasurer does not know when cash will be sufficient to cover IOUs and it jeopardizes County reserves if that continues.  Another reason to look at reserves is the “second shoe dropping” on RDA funds.  Feels it is based on phoney foundation and not likely to hold up.  There are aspects that will affect HSS more than what was previously known.
