PUBLIC COMMENT:  Lassen County Public Health Nurse Sarah North:  Reports on the H1N1 virus; it is circulating in Lassen County right now, not the seasonal flu. It remains to be a mild illness so far.  Vaccines should be available early November, possibly late October; Public Health will hold school based vaccinations at all schools after obtaining parental permission.  Target populations are school age children with 2 to 10 year olds first, pregnant women, first responders and people at risk to age 64; community based clinics will be held if there is vaccine left.  Notes what symptoms to be aware of and what can be done for prevention.

Supervisor Dahle:  1) Reports on Regional Council of Rural Counties (RCRC) conference; good conference.  Item discussed was Resolution for securitization that is on agenda; most counties will go that route.  2) Will attend National Association of Counties (NaCO) Energy, Environment and Land Use Steering Committee in Washington D.C. to set up plan for next year.  3) He and Megan will have their baby girl on October 19, so he will not be at the Board meeting October 20.      

Supervisor Chapman:  1) Attended City Council meeting October 7; main focus was on the gas program and problems they are having with it; there are not enough customers.  Wants the Board of Supervisors to be aware of what is going on and possible impacts to the rest of the community.  (Supervisor Dahle is absent 9:42 a.m. – 9:43 a.m.)  2)  Participated in the Bizz Johnson Marathon again; it was very successful under a new company; there were about 700 participants.  
Supervisor Hanson:  1) Recognizes Maurice Anderson and Joel Rathje who assisted him with a SMARA issue; they handled it very well.  2)  Will attend an exit interview with Transmission Agency of Northern California (TANC); they are talking to individuals that were involved in that process. SUPERVISOR PYLE
SUBJECT: Eagle Lake Marina septic system. 
Supervisor Pyle:  Had hoped Eagle Lake District Ranger Terri Frolli would be able to attend but she had another meeting to attend.  Ranger Frolli held a meeting October 6 with Supervisor Pyle and other people involved in the Eagle Lake Marina and campground including Rocky Deal for the College Foundation; Lassen Community College President Doug Houston; Tim Holabird representing Congressman Tom McClintock and Lassen National Forest (LNF) Supervisor Kathleen Morse.  (Supervisor Chapman is absent 10:15 a.m. – 10:16 a.m.)   A complaint had been filed with Lahontan Regional Water Quality Control Board (Lahontan - LRWQCB) regarding leaks in the sewer pond system liners used by the campground, the marina and Ronald McDonald Camp.  Notice of violation was given April 23, 2009; the National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA) process was begun and is open for public review.  As of July 16, 2009 Lahontan did not feel enough was accomplished and issued another notice of violation.  Tests for leaks have been done; continuous groundwater investigation shows no contamination.  Testing has been done on weeping under the liners and has been in compliance; the well is tested monthly as well.  Distributes a report from Eagle Lake Campground Manager Scott McCullough on the impact of water/sewer loss for the campgrounds and marina operations.  Notes if Lahontan decides to do a cease and desist and shut everything down while repairs are being done, it would be about a two year process and would close the campgrounds, marina and Ronald McDonald camp.  The proposed Board letter requests that repairs be done while continuing to use the facilities.  An October 7 meeting was held with Lahontan Regional Water Quality Board Chief Enforcement Special Projects Unit Scott Ferguson, Ranger Frolli, Dr. Houston, Tim Holabird and LNF Supervisor Morse.  Supervisor Pyle had Tim Holabird hand deliver a letter to Mr. Ferguson at that meeting.  CAO Ketelsen notes the proposed letter needs some correction and that it should be signed by the Vice-Chairman.  (Supervisor Hanson is absent 10:19 a.m. – 10:20 a.m.)

Lassen Community College President Dr. Doug Houston: Attended meetings on October 6 and 7.  Appreciates the Board having this item on the agenda.  Urges the Board to support making a statement to Lahontan that the Board has concerns about this and wants more time for the Forest Service to correct the problem.  Notes this is a Forest Service facility but if Lahontan takes some action, the impacts could be severe to the College, the College Foundation and the community.   Feels Lahontan staff was very receptive to the Forest Service plans to address the issue.  Also notes the sewer ponds were designed so they could operate without liners so the liners are an additional safety factor.  Reports that the College Foundation runs the facilities, except for Ronald McDonald, that generates program support and scholarships for students.  In the last several years provided over $500,000 in program support and scholarships with resources from this operation.  According to Forest Service staff and their studies, the ponds are still operating correctly and effectively.  The Forest Service received about $2.5 million of stimulus funds which is not enough to do a complete retrofit.  They request Lahontan not take further action until it can be determined by further studies if there is any groundwater contamination and they have time to implement revisions or changes to bring the facility into compliance.  States that while Lahontan staff was supportive, it is not known if the Lahontan Board might decide to be more severe in the handling of this issue.  

Supervisor Chapman:  Feels the letter proposed is good but also feels a letter needs to be sent to LNF Supervisor Morse and the Forest Service stating the need to work in a timely and appropriate fashion and not let this drag on forever.  The letter would put the Forest Service on notice and would also let Lahontan know the Board is putting the burden on the Forest Service to perform as they should.  

Supervisor Pyle:  Agrees with Supervisor Chapman and requests CAO Ketelsen to have a letter written to the Forest Service on the next agenda.

SUBJECT: Substance Abuse Crime Prevention Act (SAPCA) Offender Treatment Program (OTP). 

Deputy CAO for Health and Social Services Kevin Mannel:  States this is the annual required resolution for offender treatment funding.  This funding stream has exceeded allocation from last year.  A County match of $1 is required for every $9 of funding; match will come from the General Fund to the OTP.  When questioned by Supervisor Dahle where the money would come from Auditor Fouch stated they could probably move something around from non-departmental.   Assistant to the CAO Julie Morgan:  States there is a very small amount that was not budgeted in cash carry over.  
Supervisor Chapman:   Requests wording be added to first use the cash carry over money.

California Statewide Communities Development Authority (California Communities) is a joint powers authority sponsored by the California State Association of Counties (CSAC) and the League of California Cities counties.  California Communities will issue bonds securitizing the future payments by the State and remit the proceeds of the bonds to the local governments who participate in the securitization.
