ALLIANCE FOR WORKFORCE DEVELOPMENT - TERRI HISER-HAYNES

SUBJECT: Report on 2009 Summer Youth Jobs Programs funded by the American Recovery and Reimbursement Act (ARRA) and administered by the Alliance for Workforce Development, Inc. 

Alliance for Workforce Development Human Resource Consultant Terri Hiser-Haynes:  Presents information on the 2009 Summer Jobs Program youth activities at Lassen Career Network that was funded by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA).   Eighty-six young adults and forty one employers participated in the program from the following areas:  Susanville, Westwood, Janesville, Alturas, Bieber, Herlong and Litchfield.  Reports that approximately $156,200 in wages was put back into the local economy as a result of this project.  Participants earned incentives for perfect attendance and good work behavior.  Several of the businesses hired the youth after the completion of the Summer Youth Jobs Program and several youth were successful in being selected to participate in an internship program to future their career exploration.

U. S. FOREST SERVICE COMMUNITY LIAISON HEIDI PERRY-MCCOURT 
Community Liaison Heidi Perry-McCourt:   Distributes information on Resource Advisory Committee (RAC) 2009 proposals.  RAC will meet December 10 to review the concept papers.  It is noted some of the proposals are repeat requests; some in-kind contributions are not confirmed.  Funding for 2009 is $259,539 with a carry-over from last year of $179,490; requests are for $349,307.
NATURAL RESOURCES CONSERVATION SERVICE (NRCS) DISTRICT CONSERVATIONIST CECE DALE-CESMAT
District Conservationist Cece Dale-Cesmat:  Distributes information “What is Cooperative Conservation Partnership Initiative (CCPI)”.  Reports on 2009 RAC project and the McBride Springs project.  CCPI is a special initiative under the 2008 Farm Bill.  NRCS provides technical assistance and cost share for implementing Farm Bill programs.  CCPI is different from most programs in that it needs to have a sponsor apply for the program; Pit Resource Conservation District (RCD) did apply for that.  NRCS is the lead agency and administers the CCPI program, conducts National Environmental Protection Act (NEPA), completes conservation plans, ranks applications, develops contracts, awards contracts, ensures contracts include standards and specifications for work, inspects the work and makes payments to producers.  The RCD assists NRCS with outreach, monitors projects for changes in vegetation species composition and production, provides a project boundary, provides a plan of work for delivery of RCD services to the program, provides a budget that displays other funding sources, provides a suggested list of ranking criteria to rank program applications, provides a list of conservation practices that could be used on the lands, provides NRCS with annual and semi-annual reports.

VISIONING COMMITTEE WORKSHOP
Planning Director Maurice Anderson:  States the purpose of this workshop is to review the product of Phase I General Plan update (Susanville to Hallelujah Junction), Approval of Vision and Preferred Direction Summary (File 765.01.23). 

Clarion Associates Vice President Ben Herman:  Provides a power point presentation regarding the Lassen County Area Plan Update, Phase 1:  Vision and Preferred Direction Summary.  Presents background information that was provided to the Visioning Committee.  This is the first phase of three step; the second phase is to turn it into a planned document; and the third phase would go out for public review and environmental review before being put forward for adoption.  The study area is the southeastern part of Lassen County.  It is a large area and is separated into the following areas:  Susanville, Janesville, Johnstonville, Milford, Doyle, Herlong, Standish, and Litchfield.  Worked with advisory committee who were quite helpful giving different points of view from their communities.  A website was set up that includes documents and is used to announce meetings; polls were also done through the website (http://www.lassenplan.com/wp-content/filez/2009/07/ LassenCountyDraftVisioningProcess%20Summary-103009.pdf).   
Notes a common thread was a strong desire to keep each community’s uniqueness or character.  Feels the communities know there will be change but want to grow existing town centers and are concerned about how changes might occur.    Presents detailed information specific to each of the planning areas.  Lengthy discussion is held regarding water issues.  
Lengthy discussion was held regarding the proposed Caltrans Honey Lake Expressway project and the County’s opportunity to have input on the project.   
Planning Director Anderson:  There will be impacts no matter which proposal is selected; this stage is to narrow the focus.  Believes Caltrans has reached out to the County and feels the County should help in making the decisions.   
Further discussion is held.
