PUBLIC COMMENT - Continued

2)  Alan Schumacher (Hallelujah Junction resident): Presents handout of emails with County Counsel Crabtree and R. Anderson of the Secretary of State’s office regarding a complaint he made.  (The Deputy Clerk will copy and distribute to Board members and staff).  Also states he is frustrated; if he is told to expect a call or email, he expects it especially from County staff.  

3)  Pat Williams (Herlong Public Utility District):  States the district would like to acquire two small strips of land, Parcels A2 and A3, that are currently Local Reuse Authority property; requests information on who is the proper contact in the County regarding the properties.
4)  Tom Valentino (Lassen Regional Solid Waste Management Authority):  Presents update of changes to services and fees:  increase in disposal fees (self-haul 5.2% increase to $3.60/ton); transfer station fees ($.50 cents increase/cubic yard, from $7.50 to $8.00/yard); schedule changes at the Madeline and Ravendale Transfer Stations to alternating Sundays; the Landfill will be closed on Sundays for the forseeable future.  This is to help fund an unfunded mandate from the State.  The Global Warming Solutions Act, AB 32, requires the agency, in five or six years, to install landfill gas and collection system at the landfill (estimated cost $1.25 million to install; annual overhead and maintenance costs of about $100,000).  Presents further information on Bass Hill Landfill.   Notes Damon Shea of C&S Waste Solutions of Lassen County is present; states the transition of the new waste company is going well; further discussion is held.   
5)  Tom Hammond:  Speaking for people in the Herlong and Doyle area.  Asks why the Board

discussed the Herlong Local Reuse Authority property in closed session;  states concern about the disbursement method of the properties.  The Herlong and Doyle communities would like to be included in the process.  County Counsel Crabtree:  States the Brown Act allows the County to meet with its real property negotiators in private to discuss negotiations over the sale or acquisition of real property.  Disclosure will be made regarding the closed session.  The County is working on a process by which to sell and dispose of property in Herlong; that process will be a public process.  Negotiations would occur with the Board in private until an agreement is reached.   Supervisor Hanson:  Has discussed with staff having a meeting with the community as appointments are made; the community will be informed of the process.  Further discussion is held.

SUBJECT: Letter dated December 21, 2011 from James Kassel, Assistant Deputy Director of State Water Resources Control Board (State Water Board) to Ken Collum, Field Manager of Bureau of Land Management (BLM) regarding the State Water Board's request to BLM to close the valve on the outlet pipe in the Bly Tunnel at Eagle Lake. 
Supervisor Hanson:  Excuses himself and leaves the Board room; states his family has adjudicated water rights on Willow Creek Valley.

Supervisor Pyle:  Brought this letter to the Board for discussion; supports the letter because of the current dry conditions; encourages Eagle Lake Office Field Manager Ken Collum (Bureau of Land Management - BLM) to move ahead as fast as possible.

Extensive discussion is held. 

Eagle Lake Office Field Manager Ken Collum (Bureau of Land Management - BLM):  States the pipe (in the tunnel) cannot run 10 cubic feet per second and has never run that; the highest ever measured was 3 cubic feet per second.  Any report above 3 cubic feet per second was pre-plug and that was when the tunnel was completely open.  Received the State Water Board letter in late December.  Notes in the letter the State Water Board called that water percolating groundwater and the State Water Board has no jurisdiction over percolating groundwater; they did not refute that.  The State Water Board issued an opinion when the determination was to put a pipe in the plug; the Department of Fish and Game also issued an opinion that, at that time, the down stream water of the Willow Creek Fishery and also at the preserve down at Willow Creek could possibly be degraded if the water was shut off at the pipe.  That was two opinions of two State agencies.  Now we have two new opinions of two State agencies. Will be looking into the matter and see how that impacts where to go in the future; will see how these two State agencies in the reversal of their opinions might possibly influence what is done in the future on that pipe.  He is responsible for making that decision; the BLM will not make a decision based on emotion.
