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RE:

USE PERMIT #2019-001, TURNER FAMILY 2006 TRUST.  The applicants are 

proposing the addition of 10 dog kennels and 2 quarantine dog kennels to an existing 

dog training facility.  The proposed use is allowed by first securing a use permit 


pursuant to Lassen County Code Section 18.34.040(5).  The proposed project 


will utilize existing permitted accessory structures for the dog kennels and there will be 

no new buildings constructed.  The project site is zoned C-T (Town Service District) 

and has a land use designation of “Town Service” pursuant to the Johnstonville Area 

Plan, 1986 and the Lassen County General Plan, 2000.  The project site is located at 

472-205 Johnstonville Road North, approximately 1,000 feet North West of 


the intersection of Highway 395 and 
Johnstonville Road North, in Johnstonville CA.

The Planning Division of the Lassen County Planning and Building Services Department finds as follows:
1. The Lassen County Surveyor has indicated that APN 116-170-19 consists of a single legally created parcel.
2. APN 116-170-19 is approximately 2.5 Acres.
3. The project site is zoned C-T (Town Service District) and has a land use designation of “Town Service” pursuant to the Johnstonville Area Plan, 1986 and the Lassen County General Plan, 2000.
4. The existing dog training facility has been in operation since August 1, 2015. 

5. The applicants are proposing 
the addition of 10 dog kennels and 2 quarantine dog kennels to the existing dog training facility.  The proposed use is allowed by first securing a use permit pursuant to Lassen County Code § 18.34.040(5).

6. Existing improvements on the parcel include a 5,800 square foot dog training facility, 2 detached storage buildings, community water, and septic system. 
7. If approved, the existing detached storage buildings will be converted and or retrofitted into dog kennels.  

8. There are no new buildings proposed with this Use Permit application. 
9. The proposal is not consistent with Lassen County Code § 18.108.020 which reads as follows:


“Animal feed yards, fertilizer plants and yards, commercial kennels for dogs or cats, 
and horse shows shall be located no closer than two hundred feet to any property line; 
shall provide ingress and egress so designed to avoid traffic hazard, traffic congestion, 
odor, dust, noise or drainage problems  consistent with the zoning and land use 
designation.”
10. Access is by way of Johnstonville Road North from Highway 395.
11. The proposed project is located within a FEMA “Zone X” area and is not located in an identified floodplain (Panel #06035C1975D, 9/3/10).  Site vegetation includes small understory grasses, and a few sagebrush.
12. As proposed, the project is consistent with the Johnstonville Area Plan, 1987 and the Lassen County General Plan, 2000. 
13. Lassen County Code § 18.108.025 states that the maximum number of dogs, six months in age or older, which can be kept on any one parcel of land is twenty-five. This pertains to all kennels, animal hospitals and the keeping of dogs for any purpose.
14. Noncompliance with any of the use permit conditions will constitute grounds for revocation of the use permit (pursuant to LCC §18.112.060).
15. The Lassen County Environmental Review Officer has determined that the project is exempt from California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Section 15303(c) of the (CEQA) Guidelines.
The Planning Division of the Lassen County Department of Planning and Building Services recommends the following conditions be placed on the project if approved. 

1. In the event that any archaeological or cultural resources are discovered during construction or any ground disturbing activities in association with this project, such work is to be halted in the immediate area of the discovery until a qualified archaeologist, who shall be retained at the project proponent’s expense, is consulted to assess the find’s significance and recommend appropriate mitigation measures.  The project proponent shall implement any mitigation measures identified to reduce impacts to cultural resources to a less than significant level.
2. The Use Permit, if granted, is for the specific use as approved by the Planning Commission.  Substantial revisions and/or expansions of the project will require either a new Use Permit, or amendments to the existing, both of which are subject to the approval of the Planning Commission.
3. The applicants shall secure the proper kennel license as required by the Lassen County Animal Control Officer.
