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SUBJECT:
DESIGN REVIEW #2019-040, JAMES & LORI BARRY. The applicants are proposing a 1480 square foot accessory structure that is inconsistent with the siding and roof overhang requirements found in Lassen County Code Section 18.108.235.  The subject parcel is zoned R-1-A (Single Family Residential, Agricultural Combining District) and has a land use designation of “Estate Residential” pursuant to the Susanville Vicinity Area Plan, 1984, and the Lassen County General Plan, 2000.  The subject parcel is located approximately a half mile west of U.S. Highway 36 in Susanville, CA 96130. APN: 107-230-07. Staff Contact: Kelly Mumper, Associate Planner. 

The Lassen County Department of Planning and Building Services recommends the following findings:
1. The project site is zoned R-1-A (Single Family Residential, Agricultural Combining District) and has a land use designation of “Estate Residential” pursuant to the Susanville Vicinity Area Plan, 1984 and the Lassen County General Plan, 2000. 
2. The subject parcel is approximately 3.58 Acres in size.
3. Existing improvements on site include a single family residence, barn, electric panel, well, and septic system.  
4. The applicants are proposing a 1480 square foot accessory structure that is inconsistent with the siding and roof overhang requirements found in Lassen County Code Section 18.108.235.   Said section requires that accessory structures have a minimum of 12” on the roof gabled ends and eaves and no more than 50% metal siding.  The applicants are proposing 6” overhangs on the eaves and gabled ends and 100% metal siding. 
5. The applicants are proposing a 4/12 roof pitch to help match the existing residence which has a 5/12 roof pitch.  
6. The proposed accessory structure will include an unenclosed (no siding) lean to on the side of the structure which proposes a 2/12 roof pitch.
7. The existing single family residence has a roof peak height of 17’.
8. The proposed accessory structure has a proposed roof peak height of 14’.
9. If approved, the proposed accessory structure would meet all applicable requirements found in Lassen County Code § 18.22.050, including the building percentage of building site coverage permitted, and the floor area ratio of the accessory structure (which is only 69% of the main residence).
10. If approved, the proposed accessory structure would meet all the applicable requirements found in Lassen County Code Chapter 9.16 which requires all structures over 120 square feet to be at least 30 feet from all property lines. 
11. As proposed, the project is consistent with the Susanville Vicinity Area Plan, 1984 and the Lassen County General Plan, 2000. 
12. Pursuant to Lassen County Code § 18.118 (Design Review Guidelines), the Architectural Review Committee may make one of the following determinations:

a. Approve the application as submitted; or

b. Suggest any changes in the plans it deems necessary to accomplish the purpose of applicable design standards; or

c. Refer the application to the Planning Commission for a decision.
Code Requirements
1. The applicant will secure a building permit from the Department of Planning and Building Services before construction of the proposed accessory strcuture.

2. The proposed accessory strcuture shall not be painted in florescent, luminescent, or other extreme colors, which detract from the appearance of the neighboring property, the community as a whole or the natural environment.
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
