American Red Cross is requesting that anyone arriving at the shelter bring their
medication and medical equipment (walkers, breathing machines, etc.), clothing for
multiple days, and important papers such as insurance cards.

Please keep in mind all weapons, drugs, alcohol and personal bedding/pillows are not
permitted at the shelter.

COVID-19 has not changed the Red Cross mission and are providing the same type
of support.

= Ensuring people have a safe place to stay during a disaster is a critical part of the
Red Cross mission, but how sheltering efforts are supported may be different in
each community, depending on local emergency plans and the scale of the
disaster.
