It is with great pleasure that I submit the 1972 Lassen County Crop Report
as prescribed by Section 2279 of the California Agricultural Code.

The gross value for all Agricultural crops was $14 842,970, up $1,000,000
over 1971. The major reason for this increase is d1rect1y attributed to
beef values, as total units sold remained approximately the same.

The most serious value reduction occurred in Nursery products with sales
down $320,000.
