It is with great pleasure that I submit the 1975 Lassen County Crop
Report as prescribed by the California Agricultural Code.

The gross value for all agricultural crops was $17,248,330, up $148,000
from the previcus year.

Livestock and poultry production was down almost 1 million dollars from
last year and approximately 5 million dollars from 1973. This continued
downwiard trend is attributed to low unit values and fewer animals pro-
duced in Lassen County.

However, incraased acreage, record production and values in field crops,
mainly hay, continues to offset the decline in Tivestock production.

As in past years, this report indicates gross dollar value only and in
no way represents net income to the grower.
