$9,360,738, This represents an increase of $702,421 over the year 196L.,
This increase is due primarily to a more favorable livestock market which
provided value increases.

While field crops varied somewhat in acreage, yield and values the over-
all total value remained about the same.

The decrease in total value of seed,; vegetable and nursery crops is due
primarily to a very unfavorable garlic seed market, This will greatly
effect the future production of this crop in Lassen County,

The value:figures in this report represent gross value of production,
They do not represent net farm income, as production costs are not con-
sidered.

I wish to express my sincere appreciation to all individuals and organ-
izations who cooperated so willingly with me and my staff in contributing
the necessary information to make this report possible,
