3. INFORMATION ITEMS
A. Jail Update – Mike Carney gave an update on the population standing at 96.  26 sentenced Males, 13 sentenced females, 10 un-sentenced males, 10 un-sentenced females, for a population of 96.  9 Shasta inmates, 18 1170h. 30 sentenced for Lassen.  Jennifer Mohr mentioned High School program is back in session with 13 enrollees, with 57 total graduates. Purchased a computer based program with career assessments.  Figuring out how to enroll inmates since it is a 6 month program. Still running Anger management with 6 enrollments with adding a 2nd group soon.  Career readiness is still offered from by LCC and is twice a week and is on its 13th round of classes.  LFS is still coming in and running Parenting classes for both men and women.  They have 10 females enrolled and 8 males enrolled.  Substance Abuse is still a major topic that they are trying to work out getting programing for. –See Jail Program breakdown attached. 
B. Data Update –Devin brought everyone a copy of the Probation Department Annual plan. Attached to the agenda is a breakdown of the growth on where the funds come from.  Jennifer asked if they want a combined CCP ones we can or crimes, etc. Went over the worksheets attached and Devin noted who reports each area of data.  She did ask to get data from CDCR and has received no response. CDCR is providing numbers to department of finance and would be nice to get that information to better see what data they are reporting. More than 50% for women smuggling stuff into the prisons is a big population. Devin will work with Gina on the billing information for Prison Trial Reimbursement counts and then can work with Clarissa to narrow down what charges they had to get the data for the ones bringing stuff into the prisons.  Dean wants to work on data clean-up for their side to later put something together like this.  Devin can work with Leslie and John to get the basic stats together and grow from there.  Melyssah can get more stats if are needed just let them know when the group needs information.
C. Realignment Plan/Everyone’s portions update for Draft Plan – Jennifer mentioned that they will start again on updating it. We did update the Annual survey on the breakdown of dollars to activities.  Will continue to work on the plan which will better help at the state level can see how the realigned dollars are used in our county.
D. Probation/Day Reporting Center Update – Samantha updated that they are using the DRC monthly provider meetings with Child Support and Lassen Prevention. Working on risk assessments and work crew plan is being worked on for both juvenile and Adult population … Lassen Prevention for Batters Intervention has been re-certed, anger management, and child abuse treatment program as well see about data how many convictions are they seeing and they can start the process while in the jail and continue out.  Creating a Fact sheet from 2011 to current to show the public on affects with Legislative changes would be beneficial since a lot of the public doesn’t understand that the changes come from the state or voting. If everyone can bring data or how things affected each department on the changes.  Will add an item on the agenda for the Fact Sheet project to the next agenda.  Will be a separate project between the SO, Probation, DA and Public Defender.
