i. SB803 passed – signed by the Governor 
1. Peer Certification Bill
a. Each county has option to opt into process 
i. Implementation will be developed over the next two years 
ii. Time for each county to start planning so each county can have certified peer support specialists in the Mental Health setting.
b. Smaller counties may need to work together to make it happen for our region
i. Lassen County decide if they want to opt in
ii. If so need to start thinking about forming work groups – if opt in 
1. Need to work on process 
c. Counties need to make decision if they are going to opt in or not 
i. County needs to decide how the certification will look 
1. Outside agency representing the County – that will come in and train peers 
2. Partnership with other counties
d. Medi-Cal billing piece
