2. PUBLIC COMMENT/UNAGENDIZED DEPARTMENT REPORTS
Dean mentioned that Jennifer Peterson is the new Domestic Violence provider in town as she met with the Jail and Probation the other day.  She does Anger Management, DV classes.  She can have a class of 12 for each group.  70 % can pay and 30% of indigent pay.  She has a sliding fee scale that goes off their income.  Dean mentioned that the Prop 47 grant is back open again, and she might be able to use the funds to help fund the program since it is court ordered for the offenders.  
3. INFORMATION ITEMS
A. Jail Update-
Population is 120 with 33 sentenced males, 38 un-sentenced males, 13 sentenced females and 16 un-sentenced females. There are 2EM, 24 Shasta contracted inmates with 14 new ones on the way and 15 1170h inmates.   Dean mentioned that they went to the BOS this week they are receiving more revenue from the Shasta contract.  They asked for $40,000 to spend on the Kitchen remodel project to get back into compliance with the Health Department.  Jennifer Mohr gave an update on the Jail Programs. 25 HS graduates so far.  2 upcoming graduates.  14 enrolled currently.  4 enrolled with LCC.  4 more will be enrolled with LCC by the end of the week.  8 releases have continued since being out of the Jail.  3 have already graduated and 4 are still enrolled with diploma gold. LFS is still doing the journaling programs.  Career readiness program, 12 females completed the program.  Amy Langslet on the Step Up program and trying to get it going in the Jail.  Their materials are serve safe compliant so they will receive certificates once completed the program.  Jennifer will be bringing back a proposal from Jennifer Peterson on Domestic Violence program on charging for the program to be ran inside the Jail.  Facilitator was added to the Second Chance Grant to help run programs after 5pm in the Jail.  The Library in the Jail is really old and she destroyed ¾ of the books in the jail.  They are currently looking for donations for the library.   Dean gave out more information on the Prop 47 grants on what is allowable to be written into the grant. Jennifer Branning mentioned that Salvation Army would be a good one to partner with on the grant.

D. Day Reporting Center Update
Jennifer mentioned that they implemented video visitation with CDCR and the DPO.  Looking at programs to see what we can coordinate to start running in the DRC.  CDCR releases on why they are still getting released back here that have no ties with Lassen County.   Dean would like a list of who we are getting so they can push back to have these stop getting released back to our county.  Prison Court they need to make sure that county of resident it noted in the reports or at court.
