A. Jail Update-
Mike gave an update on the population, 124 with 58 sentenced males, 39 un-sentenced males, 17 sentenced females and 10 un-sentenced females. There are 2EM, 22 Shasta contracted inmates and 17 1170h inmates.  RFP for Inmate Phones will be coming out is currently at County Counsel for review.  RFP for medical was approved and awarded to Well Path and will start contract negotiations.   Jennifer gave a program update with 12 enrolled in HS program.  HS grads is now 29 since October 2017.  3 are enrolled in correspondence classes at LCC.  Matt from Well Path will start 4/1 12 week anger management class in the SHU.  She wants to buy 5 more licenses to increase to 10 participates.  Victim impact class offered for inmates in SHU.  This is the first time the class has been offered.  Chad Lewis will start Monday and working on starting the Auto class at the Jail/Motorpool.  LCC will loan an instructor and hope they can get the program going.  Corey from LCC is willing to volunteer for welding classes at the Jail.  AB86 meeting yesterday at LCC, distance learning program with Modoc, Plumas, Big Valley, and Herlong.  Was a good test and the LCC wants to bring into the Jail with their grants.  Privacy is a big concern with a webcam.  Community Garden people came by to see what things they could offer.
